of the District; (B) unappropriated fund balance of the District; (C) State aid 
received as reimbursement for expenditures by the District in connection 
with District capital improvements (whether or not such improvements were 
financed in whole or in part from the Fund); (D) proceeds from the sale of 
unneeded real or personal property owned by the District; (E) one or more 
other reserve funds of the District; and/or (F) such other sources as the 
Board or the voters of the District may direct from time to time, all as may 
be permitted by law.
