NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the President of this Board of
Education is hereby authorized and directed to execute the Agreement for a
Contract of Employment on behalf of this Board of Education to employ Dr.
Krueger as the District’s Superintendent of Schools beginning on August 1,
2023.
